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Wind turbine suppliers’ market share breakdown 2005 
 
Vestas Wind Systems defended its position as market leader in 2005 although the company’s global market 
share dropped compared with 2004.. Number two and three in the world last year were GE Wind and 
Enercon. GE Wind increased its global market share significantly in 2005 due to its strong position in the 
booming US market. The fourth largest supplier in 2005 was Gamesa although the company’s market share 
dropped compared with 2004, while Suzlon Energy came in as number five closely followed by Siemens 
Wind Power, REpower Systems, Mitsubishi, Nordex and Acciona Energia.
