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 The China wind power market is expected to erect 8% less capacity in 2011 than in 
2010, resulting in the first YoY decrease in recent history. The primary factor driving 
this reduction is a policy shift focused on increasing grid-connected capacity rather 
than erected capacity. Illustrating this point, Chinese authorities in 2011 have 
assumed approval authority of projects less than 50MW, tightened project 
permitting, and issued new regulations for advanced technology requirements. Over 
time, these measures will result in a significant increase in grid-connected wind 
capacity from existing erected capacity as well as new installations. Despite the 
concerns pertaining to the gap between erected and grid-connected systems, China 
is expected to become the global leader in cumulative grid-connected capacity by the 
end of 2011 with nearly 48.5GW of wind power.  
 
The wind power industry, defined as part of the New Energy sector, has been 
selected as one of seven new strategic industries to receive special attention in the 
12

th
 Five Year Plan, spanning 2011 to 2015, which will result in additional research 

support and financing.  Signaling their commitment to the wind market, the Chinese 
government has set a target of installing 15GW/yr of grid-connected wind energy 
capacity and achieving a 100GW target of cumulative grid connected capacity by the 
end of 2015.  
 
State-owned power producers continue to dominate the Chinese wind market. New 
regulations, and the impact of compliance from both a cost and a project 
development standpoint, are causing developers to proceed cautiously due to 
market uncertainty. Higher interest rates for project loans have also impacted project 
development activity. Nevertheless, wind power plants remain profitable for IPPs, as 
developers benefit from feed-in tariffs and lower turbine prices.  
 
Fierce competition and massive supply chain overcapacity have resulted in falling 
turbine prices, adding more price pressure to component suppliers. Cost cutting 
measures are seen across the supply chain with headcount reductions, production 
postponement, and facilities temporarily closing. New regulations and rising material 
costs, however, make it unlikely that turbine prices will fall any further. Moreover, 
with turbine retrofitting and compulsory LVRT installation, the regulations present 
growth opportunities for qualified turbine and component manufacturers.
